Here are the South Dakota Titling and Registration Fees.

3% excise tax – This tax is applicable to the purchase price, less any trade-ins.  If at least a 3% sales tax has been paid to another state, it is not collected again in South Dakota.  

Title Fee - $5.00 (initial, one time fee)

Lien Fee - $5.00 (initial one time fee, if applicable)

Solid Waste Fee - $1.00 (annual fee)

Wheel Tax Fee - $4.00 per wheel $16.00 max. (annual fee) (pro-rated also). 

License Plate Fee - These fees are based on the weight and year of the vehicle or trailer.    

How plates are issued – License plates are issued based on the first letter of your last name, which then correlates to a particular month.  For example, “M” is required to renew your plates in July of each year.  Your initial registration may be pro-rated.  Please feel free to call me and I can give you the exact fees.
Required documents:
Application for Motor Vehicle and Registration – I can complete this for you, as an authorized agent by signing a notarized power of attorney, which allows me to apply for the Certificate of Title on your behalf.  A power of attorney statement must be completed for each vehicle.

An original Title or Manufacturer’s Statement of Origin (if new) properly transferred to the applicant.

A Bill of Sale, purchase order or sales contract – is used to determine the 3% excise tax and or proof of sales tax already paid if at least a 3% tax was paid to another state
South Dakota license fees are determined by the weight and year of the vehicle.  If registering a motor home or travel trailer you are required to supply a weight ticket to verify the empty weight.  If the empty weight is already listed on title it will not be required.

The South Dakota driver’s license or Social Security number of each applicant is required.

We also need the current odometer reading for each vehicle and color of each vehicle.

The Lake County treasurer’s office does not accept credit cards but does accept personal out of state checks.  Please give me a call and we can discuss the exact fee for each vehicle, as the date it is issued determines the pro-rated amount.  
You are required by law to obtain a South Dakota drivers license within 90 days of registering your vehicles, you will need to visit a DMV in South Dakota.  The cost is $8.00 per license.  You will need to fill out an application, surrender your current out of state driver’s license and take a vision test.  Your picture will be taken and your license will be given to you that day.  The Lake County DMV is open every Tuesday from 9:00 am to 3:45 pm.  I can give you schedules of other counties if desired.  You may register to vote on the driver’s license application.
